Current
parasitology research includes studies of: population genetics and multiplicity of infection
of helminth parasites; Haemonchus genomics; anthelmintic resistance in gastrointestinal
nematodes; roundworm control in farm animals; management of fluke parasites;
antiprotozoal drug resistance; and control of small ruminant ectoparasites.
